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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF CYPRUS
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF GEORGIA -
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF HEALTH CARE

The Government of the Republic of Cyprus and the Government of Georgia (hereinafter
referred to as the “Contracting Parties”) in the spirit of friendship and mutual benefits in
the bilateral cooperation, and in the desire to establish cooperation in the field of health
care which is of mutual interest, have agreed as follows:

‘Article 1

The Contracting Parties shall, on the basis of equality and mutual interest, develop and
encourage cooperation in the field of health care. .

Article 2

1. The Contracting Parties will promote cooperation in the following fields of particular
importance: ‘ ‘

Organisation and modernisation of the health sector;

Health promotion and disease prevention;

Exchange of experiences on epidemiological surveillance of communicable diseases
Health sciences;

Cooperation development in the field of medical education (including, postgraduate
and continuous medical education).

2. The naming of these fields constitutes a general guideline only and does not exclude the
exchange of information and specialists in other field as may be mutually decided.

Article 3
The methods of cooperation of the Contracting Parties are:

Exchange of information in the field of health care;

Joint development of projects relating to the topics and issues of mutual interest;
Organisation of joint workshops;

Exchange of experts and delegations;

Other agreed forms of cooperation in health sciences.

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Article 4

If not otherwise agreed, all expenses of visits shall be covered by the sending Contracting

Party.
Article 5

By the mutual Agreement of the Parties, the amendments can be made to this Agreement
which shall be executed by means of the separate documents, which shall form the integral
part of this Agreement and shall take effect pursuant to the rules set forth in the Article 7
of this Agreement.

Article 6

Any dispute regarding the application or interpretation of this Agreement shall be resolved
between the Contracting Parties by means of consultation and/or negotiations.

. Article 7

1. This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period of time and shall enter into force
on the first day of the next month following the day of the receipt of the last written
notification through the diplomatic channels, by which the Contracting Parties shall notify
each other on the completion of internal procedures necessary for the entry into force of
this Agreement. '

2. Each Contracting Party may terminate this Agreement at any time by giving a written
notice of termination to the other Contracting Party through the diplomatic channels. In
such case the Agreement shall be terminated upon the expiration of a six month period
after the day of the reciept of the termination notice by the other Contracting Party.

Done at Thilisi, on 17 April 2019, in two original copies, each in Greek, Georgian and
English languages. All texts being .equally authentic. In case of divergence in
interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
